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Get some paper - if possible a
large strip of old wallpaper.  Set
up some chairs, paint and a
basin of water and a towel. 
Paint the bottom of each
person's foot, make a footprint
(on individual pages or the back
of the wall paper to make a big
collage!)  Then begin to wash
each other's feet (see prayer
section).

Jesus washed His
disciples’ feet to show
them He loved them.  
Only a servant would
wash dirty feet.  
Why were their feet so
dirty? – See Jesus
Storybook explanation!
He was teaching them to
love each other.  
Why do you think Peter
didn’t want Jesus to
wash his feet?
When Jesus told him he
must be washed by him,
He was referring to
washing his sins away
on the cross.
